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THE TOWER OF BABEL

Reference:   Genesis 11:1-9 (also read Psalm 2)

Golden Verses:

"Unless the LORD builds the house, they labor in vain who build it" (Psalm 127:1 NKJV)
Lesson Goal:

The results of relying on our own power
Lesson Notes:

1. Why was God unpleased by building the tower?

a. It was God's plan for people to spread-out in the whole world.
b. Their main motive was pride.
c. They rebelled against God.
d. They wanted to have a world empire which is defiance to God and to the Kingdom of God.
e. They wanted to make and magnify a name for themselves instead of glorifying the Name of God (compare with Gen 12:2).
f. The building of the tower was only intended as the beginning of a further course of rebellion.
2. God used a simple means, without any outward visible interference, to end their rebellion by confusing their tongues. This also served the purpose of spreading them out to form the nations.

	And it came to pass, as they journeyed from the east, that they found a plain in the land of Shinar, and they dwelt there.

	Therefore its name is called Babel, because there the Lord confused the language of all the earth; and from there the Lord scattered them abroad over the face of all the earth.
