Lesson Outline: 

I. The word “Apostle” 

This title was given to the twelve disciples and those who were sent to the Jews in the dispersion, after the destruction of Jerusalem, to talk to them about Christianity. Their task necessitated movement from place to place to preach. They established churches, ordained ministers, and then moved on to other places. 

II. Who is St. Peter? 


He was one of the two disciples who went to prepare the last Passover and was one of the three who witnessed raising Jairus’ daughter from death. He was with Christ when the Transfiguration took place on the Mountain of Tabor. He was with Christ in Gethsemane. He was one of the four disciples who heard Christ’s prophecy about the destruction of Jerusalem and the temple. 

III. Peter’s Characteristics 


St. Peter’s love for his Master Lord Jesus was deep and great. He was characterized by his inflamed zeal, but he was rash. He was the first to confess the divinity of Christ and the first to preach about Christ on the day of the Pentecost, but his impulsiveness made him try to prevent Christ’s death on the cross. So when Jesus was arrested, St. Peter took out his sword to defend Christ and prevent the soldiers from taking Him. St. Peter then was in need of a bitter temptation to shake him and make him know his weakness. As Jesus predicted, “Assuredly, I say to you that this night, before the rooster crows, you will deny Me three times” (Matthew 26:34). St. Peter denied His master but as soon as he heard the rooster crows, he realized his mistake and cried bitterly in repentance. So after the Resurrection, he met Lord Jesus at Lake Tiberias. Lord Jesus asked him three times, “Do you love me?” because Peter denied him three times. Thus, Jesus brought him back to his apostolic order when He said to him, “Feed My lambs…tend My sheep…feed My sheep” (John 21:15-17). 


St. Peter was an ordinary man who had his virtues as well as his mistakes and weakness. When this simple personality met with Jesus Christ, he was changed into a great and glorious character whose influence extended to all subsequent generations. 


The call of the New Master reached him; that Master who went through the cities and villages of Palestine, teaching, preaching and healing. St. Peter left everything and followed Him. He lived with Jesus in a life of discipleship. He ate and drank with Him. He accompanied Him in the wilderness and on the mountain, on land and on water. He saw His miracles and His glorious deeds. He listened to the words of the everlasting life that came out of His mouth. He listened to His prayers and felt the life of holiness, righteousness and Divine perfection in Him. He has also seen Jesus’ love and kindness, mercy and long suffering, endurance and patience, frankness and courage. Then, he accompanied Jesus to Gethsemane, saw him after He rose in triumph over death and sin and finally watched Him as He ascended into heaven. 


The Bible relates St. Peter’s life in its early stage with its great power after the Ascension of Christ and the pouring of the Holy Spirit. St. Peter changed from a fisherman to a fisher of men. His life flourished with the light of knowledge and the love of God. He devoted all his life to service and spreading the message he received from the Lord Jesus; the Lord granted him the gift of performing miracles. 


The study of St. Peter’s personality elucidates how grace operates in the souls of people. The work of the grace of the Holy Spirit, poured in our hearts, is not hindered by the weakness of our human nature; it operates through the work of God Almighty in us. This makes us always look forward to the power of Christ and the power of His Blood that is able to turn the wicked to the life of piety and to destroy all the bonds that hinder the soul from enjoying the holy life through the Lord. 


Studying the life of St. Peter the Apostle and understanding the work of the Holy Spirit in him teaches us not to despise anyone or look down upon anyone, whatever his human weakness may be; we seek earnestly and consciously to glorifying the Name of God and to spread His Kingdom and do not seek glory for ourselves. 


We trust that the Lord will work in us, operating wonderful deeds, revealing to the world, through us, the power of His Holy Spirit and saving us at the same time. 

IV. Situations in the life of St. Peter the Apostle 

A. Lord Jesus helps St. Peter catch a great number of fish (Luke 5:1-8) 


Let us examine St. Peter’s attitude towards the Lord when he was in his ship. The Lord sent them to the depth and asked them to let down their nets after they had toiled all night, resorting to their human efforts. The Lord was glorified and performed the miracle, and they caught a great amount of fish. St. Peter said to Him, “Depart from me, for I am a sinful man.” He confessed his weakness when he realized that the Lord was the cause of satisfaction. St. Peter also expressed his unworthiness with love. 

B. St. Peter walking on the Sea (Matthew 22-33) 


St. Peter asked to go to the Lord on the water. Jesus granted him his wish. However, instead of keeping his eyes on the Lord, he started looking around him and noticing the fierce wind; he lost faith and started to sink. This is our problem; we think about the problem as in the deep well, without realizing that the Lord is the water spring of everlasting life. 

C. Lord Jesus mentions His death and Resurrection (Matthew 16:21-27) 


When St. Peter, full of zeal, heard Lord Jesus talking about His death and resurrection, not realizing the importance of His Crucifixion, he tried to hamper God’s plan saying, “Far be it from You, Lord; this shall not happen to You!” 

D. At the time of the arrest and crucifixion:

St. Peter also wanted to prevent the Crucifixion when he struck the High Priest’s slave with his sword. 


“Even if I should have to die with you…” St. Peter was hasty and rash, but the Lord turns our hastiness and rashness into a powerful repentance and a fruit of salvation to humanity; He did not realize his human potentials. 


How soon did he deny Christ and how soon did he return, but this necessitated that he should go outside and weeps bitterly. St. Peter returned with power greater than weakness, and this is what we need: Repentance. 

E. Lord Jesus’ attitude towards St. Peter:

To God, bargains are of no value; the heart however is invaluable. When Lord Jesus met St. Peter, He did not punish him for his thoughts or reproach and reprove him, but He said to him three times, “Do you love me?” What the Lord wants from us is only love, whatever our mistakes may be. He said it to him three times because St. Peter denied him three times. The Lord does not look at weaknesses and their consequences, but He looks at the earnest love in the heart. 


St. Peter endured his responsibility and cared for the sheep. He fed Lord Jesus’ lambs through preaching and teaching the salvation that was ready to be declared and revealed in the last period of time. 


St. Peter preached and bore good witness to the Lord, even to death, and when he refused to be crucified, the Lord appeared to him and said, “I will be crucified for you.” This happened to strengthen his faith. St. Peter decided to die for Lord Jesus, crucified upside down. Refusing the cross was a return to fighting the old man, and his triumph was by the power of the Holy Spirit operating in him. 

V. His Service 


St. Peter began his service among the Jews in Judea, Galilee and Samaria. The Lord was glorified through the miracles performed by St. Peter, such as the healing of the lame man at the Beautiful Gate. He also healed Aeneas in Lydda. He brought Tabitha back to life after her death in Joppa. The Lord opened the door of faith for the Gentiles at St. Peter’s hands through Cornelius, the Centurion. Yet, his main field of work was to preach the Jews (Galatians 2:7-9). He preached in Antioch and toured the countries of Pontus, Galatia, Bithynia and some countries in Asia Minor to whom he directed his first epistle. 

VI. His Martyrdom 


It is well known that St. Peter’s life ended in Rome where he was condemned to death. He was crucified at the time of Nero the tyrant, sometime after July 64 AD. 

V. His writings 


His first and second epistles were sent to the Christians of Asia Minor towards the end of his life. 


He is one of the most significant role models for young people for his firm hope in the Lord Jesus and because he did not fall in despair. 


He revealed to us that the Lord does not treat us according to our weaknesses, so long as we confess them, but He treats us according to our attitude and our firmness in Him. 


In John 13, the Lord revealed to us the mystery of true purity, trusting Him and hoping without despair, when St. Peter was considered pure and Judas was not pure; “’You are clean, but not all of you.’ For He knew who would betray Him; therefore He said, ‘You are not all clean.’” (John 13:10) 

Peter was really the Apostle of hope. He was filled with despair after the Crucifixion and the Resurrection and accompanied the disciples to the lake to catch fish, but the Lord looked at his longing, loving heart and his earnest desire and met him at Lake Tiberias (John 21). He gave him abundance of fish after he had spent all the night without catching any fish. 


He is the apostle of hope. While being hasty and weak, he represents our condition. But after receiving the grace of the Holy Spirit and the power of Christ, he bore witness before the society, the congregation and the Jews. Some young people refrain from the service because of their weakness; we hope that they will concentrate on this point to have hope. 


St. Peter the Apostle represents every one of us. Christ works and is ready to work with us all the time as He worked with him. 


St. Peter the Apostle, after gaining experience, writes in his epistle, “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His abundant mercy has begotten us again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead” (1 Pet 1:3). How beautiful is this living hope when we stick to it. 




Acts 12:6-19

	6
	And when Herod was about to bring him out, that night Peter was sleeping, bound with two chains between two soldiers; and the guards before the door were keeping the prison.

	7
	Now behold, an angel of the Lord stood by him, and a light shone in the prison; and he struck Peter on the side and raised him up, saying, “Arise quickly!” And his chains fell off his hands.

	Then the angel said to him, “Gird yourself and tie on your sandals”; and so he did. And he said to him, “Put on your garment and follow me.”

	And as Peter knocked at the door of the gate, a girl named Rhoda came to answer.

	When she recognized Peter's voice, because of her gladness she did not open the gate, but ran in and announced that Peter stood before the gate.

	15
	But they said to her, “You are beside yourself!” Yet she kept insisting that it was so. So they said, “It is his angel.”

	16
	Now Peter continued knocking; and when they opened the door and saw him, they were astonished.

	17
	But motioning to them with his hand to keep silent, he declared to them how the Lord had brought him out of the prison. And he said, “Go, tell these things to James and to the brethren.” And he departed and went to another place.

	18
	Then, as soon as it was day, there was no small stir among the soldiers about what had become of Peter.

	But when Herod had searched for him and not found him, he examined the guards and commanded that they should be put to death. And he went down from Judea to Caesarea, and stayed there.





The Fifth Day of the Blessed Month of Abib

The Martyrdom of Sts. Peter and Paul, the Apostles

On this day, the two great Saints Peter and Paul were martyred. Peter was from Bethsaida, and he was a fisherman. The Lord chose him on the second day of His baptism after He chose Andrew his brother. He had fervent faith and strong zeal. When the Lord asked His disciples: “Who do men say that I am?” So they answered, “Some say John the Baptist, some Elijah, and others Jeremiah or one of the prophets.” Simon Peter answered and said, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.” (Mat. 16:13-20) After he received the grace of the Holy Spirit, he went around in the world, preaching about the crucified Christ, and he converted many to the faith. God wrought great and innumerable signs and wonders by his hands. He wrote two Catholic Epistles to the believers.


When he came to the city of Rome, he found there St. Paul the Apostle. Through their preaching, most of the people of Rome believed, so Nero seized Peter and commanded to crucify him. St. Peter asked them to crucify him head downwards, and he delivered up his soul into the hand of the Lord.


As for St. Paul the Apostle, he was born in Tarsus two years before the advent of the Savior. He was a Jew, of the tribe of Benjamin, a Pharisee, the son of a Pharisee. He was well learned in the Law of the Torah, and he was jealous for it. He persecuted the Christians.


When they stoned St. Stephen, Paul was guarding the clothes of those who were stoning him. He took from Caiaphas, the high priest, letters to the synagogues of Damascus, to bind the Christians and bring them to Jerusalem. As he journeyed, he came near Damascus, and suddenly a light shone around him from heaven. Then he fell to the ground and heard a voice saying to him, “Saul, Saul, why are you persecuting Me?” And he said, “Who are You, Lord?” And the Lord said, “I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting. It is hard for you to kick against the goads.” Then He ordered him to go to Ananias in Damascus, who baptized him, and he received his sight at once. He was filled by the grace of the Comforter, and he proclaimed boldly the Faith. He went around in the world, preaching about the crucified Christ. He suffered many beatings, imprisonment, and was bound with fetters, some of which are mentioned in the book of the Acts of the Apostles and in his Epistles.


He went to Rome and proclaimed the Faith there, and many believed on his hands. He wrote for them the Epistle to the Romans, which was the first of his fourteen Epistles.


Finally, Nero seized him, tortured him severely and ordered his head cut off. While St. Paul was passing along with the executioner, he met a damsel who was a kinswoman of the Emperor Nero, and who had believed through him. She walked along with St. Paul, weeping, to where they carried out the sentence. He comforted her and asked her for her veil. He wrapped his head with the veil and asked her to return back. The executioner cut off his head and left it wrapped in the veil of the young girl, and that was in the year 67 A.D. The young girl met the executioner on his way back to the Emperor and asked him about St. Paul; he replied, “He is lying where I left him and his head is wrapped in your veil.” She told him, “You are lying, for he and St. Peter had just passed by me; they were arrayed in the apparel of kings, had crowns decorated with jewels on their heads and they gave me my veil, and here it is.” She showed it to the executioner and to those who were with him. They marveled and believed on the Lord Christ.


God wrought by the hands of SS. Peter and Paul many great signs and wonders, that they even carried the sick out into the streets ... that as St. Peter came by ... his shadow might fall on them ... and they were all healed (Acts 5:15). The handkerchiefs or aprons were brought from St. Paul's body to the sick, and the diseases left them and the evil spirits went out of them (Acts 19:12).
May their prayers be with us, and Glory be to God forever, Amen.



Lesson Goals:

THE story of St Peter as recounted in the gospels is so familiar that there can be no need to retrace it here in detail. We know that he was a Galilean, that his original home was at Bethsaida, that he was married, a fisherman, and that he was brother to the apostle St Andrew. His name was Simon, but our Lord, on first meeting him, told him that he should be called Kephas, the Aramaic equivalent of the Greek word whose English form is Peter (i.e. rock). No one who reads the New Testament can be blind to the predominant role which is everywhere accorded to him among the immediate followers of Jesus.  It was he who, as spokesman of the rest, made the sublime profession of faith: “Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God”; and it was to him personally that our Savior, with a solemnity of phrase which finds no parallel in the rest of the gospel narrative, addressed the words: “Blessed art thou Simon bar-Jona, because flesh and blood hath not revealed it to thee, but my Father who is in Heaven. And I say to thee, that thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my Church, and the gates of Hell shall not prevail against it; and I will give to thee the keys of the kingdom of Heaven; and whatsoever thou shall bind upon earth, it shall be bound also in Heaven; and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth, it shall be loosed also in Heaven.”

Not less familiar is the story of Peter's triple denial of his Master in spite of the warning he had previously received. The very fact that his fall is recorded by all four evangelists with a fullness of detail which seems out of proportion to its relative insignificance amid the incidents of our Savior’s passion, is itself a tribute to the position which St. Peter occupied among his fellows. On the other hand, if our Lord's warning met with no response, we must also remember that it was prefaced by those astounding words, with their strange change from the plural to the singular: “Simon, Simon, behold Satan hath desired to have you that he may sift you as wheat; but I have prayed for thee, that thy faith fail not, and thou, being once converted, confirm thy brethren.” Equally impressive is the triple reparation which our Lord tenderly but almost cruelly extorted from His shamefaced disciple beside the Sea of Galilee. “When therefore they had dined, Jesus saith to Simon Peter, 'Simon, son of John, lovest thou me more than these?' He saith to him: 'Yea, Lord, thou knowest that I love thee.' He saith to him: ‘Feed my lambs.’ He saith to him again: 'Simon, son of John, lovest thou me?' He saith to Him: ‘Yea, Lord, thou knowest that I love thee.’ He saith to him: ‘Feed my lambs.’ He said to him the third time: 'Simon, son of John, lovest thou me?' Peter was grieved, because He had said to him the third time: lovest thou me? And he said to Him: ‘Lord, thou knowest all things; thou knowest that I love thee.' He said to him: 'Feed my sheep'.” But the prophecy which follows is almost more wonderful; for Jesus went on: “Amen, amen, I say to thee, when thou wast younger thou didst gird thyself and didst walk where thou wouldst.  But when thou shalt be old, thou shalt stretch forth thy hands, and another shall gird thee and lead thee whither thou wouldst not.” “And this,” adds the evangelist, “He said, signifying by what death he should glorify God.”

After the Ascension, we find St. Peter still everywhere taking a leading part. It is he who is named first in the group of apostles who, in the upper room, “persevered with one mind in prayer with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus”, until the coming of the Holy Ghost on the day of the Pentecost. It was he, also, who took the initiative in the choosing of a new apostle in the place of Judas, and he who first addressed the jeering crowd, bearing testimony to “Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you, by miracles and wonders and signs which God did by Him in the midst of you, whom God raised again, whereof all we are witnesses.” Further, we are told: “Now when they had heard these things, they had compunction in their heart, and said to Peter and to the rest of the apostles: 'What shall we do, men and brethren?' Peter said to them: 'Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ.' “Whereupon” they that received his word were baptized; and there were added in that day about three thousand souls.” It is Peter, too, who is recorded to have done the first miracle of healing known in the Christian Church. A man lame from his birth was lying at the gate of the Temple when Peter and John went up to pray, and he asked them for alms. “Peter with John fastening his eyes upon him said: ‘Look upon us.’ But he looked earnestly upon them, hoping that he should receive something of them. But Peter said: 'Silver and gold I have none, but what I have, I give thee: in the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, arise and walk.' And taking him by the right hand, he lifted him up, and forthwith his feet and soles received strength. And he leaping up, stood and walked, and went with them into the temple, walking and leaping and praising God.”

When the outbreak of persecution began which culminated in the martyrdom of St. Stephen in the presence of Saul, the future apostle of the Gentiles, the new converts to Christ's teaching, for the most part, scattered, but the Apostles stood their ground in Jerusalem until news came of the favorable reception accorded in Samaria to the preaching of St. Philip the Deacon. Then St. Peter and St. John betook themselves to the field of these labors and imposed hands upon (gave confirmation to?) those whom St. Philip had already baptized. Among these last was a man, best known to us as Simon Magus, who claimed to possess occult powers and had acquired great influence by his sorceries. Being apparently impressed by what he witnessed in those who had been newly confirmed, he came to the Apostles, saying, “Give me also this power, that on whomsoever I shall lay my hands, he may receive the Holy Ghost.” But, offering them money, he only met with a stern rebuke; for Peter said, “Keep thy money to thyself, to perish with thee, because thou hast thought that the gift of God may be purchased with money.”

In the apocryphal literature known as the “Clementines”, Simon is represented as meeting St. Peter at a later date and carrying on a long contest with him and St. Clement as they journey from one to another of the maritime cities of Syria on the way to Rome. Earlier still than the Clementines, St. Justin Martyr (writing in the year 152) declares that Simon Magus came to Rome and was there honored as a deity, but it must be admitted that the evidence Justin quotes for this is quite unsatisfactory. Again, in the apocryphal “Acts of St. Peter”, there is a dramatic story of the Magus's attempt to gain over the Emperor Nero by a demonstration of his occult power in flying through the air. According to this legend, SS. Peter and Paul were present and by their prayers rendered the sorcerer's magic ineffective. He fell to the ground and died soon afterwards of his injuries. Other, and quite contradictory stories, are repeated by Hippolytus (in the Philosophumena) and by other early writers, always turning upon some sort of conflict between Simon and the two great apostles, with Rome as the background of the drama. Unconvincing as the evidence is, there is a general disposition among early Christian writers, such, for instance, as St. Irenaeus, to regard Simon Magus as “the father of heresies”, and as in some special way the antagonist of SS. Peter and Paul, the representatives of Christian truth in the capital of the world.


Almost all that we know for certain about the later life of St. Peter is derived from the Acts of the Apostles and from slight allusions in his own epistles and those of St. Paul. Of special importance is the account of the conversion of the centurion Cornelius; for this raised the question of the continuance of the rite of circumcision and the maintenance of the prescriptions of the Jewish law in such matters as food and intercourse with the Gentiles. Instructed by a special vision, St. Peter, albeit with some hesitancy, came to see that the old dispensation was at an end, and that the Church founded by Christ was to be the Church of the Gentiles as well as of the Jews. He was reproached somewhat later by St. Paul, as we learn from the Epistle to the Galatians (Ch. 2), with being an opportunist and only half-hearted in acting up to these principles.  The incident seems to have been connected with a gathering of certain of the apostles and elders, which has been called the Council of Jerusalem, but whether this preceded or followed St. Paul's rebuke to St. Peter at Antioch is not quite certain. In any case, it was St. Peter's address which guided the decision at which the Jerusalem assembly arrived. The resolution come to be that the Gentile converts to Christianity need not be circumcised or required to observe the Law of Moses. On the other hand, to avoid too grievous a shock to Jewish susceptibilities, they were to abstain from blood and from things strangled, as well as from fornication and from idol-offerings. This decision was communicated to Antioch and served to calm the troubled feelings of the fast-growing Christian community in that great city.


A striking incident recorded in the Acts is the violent outbreak of persecution under Herod Agrippa I, probably in the year A.D. 43. We are told that Herod “slew James the brother of John with the sword” — this, of course, was the elder James, the apostle whose feast is kept on July 25 — and that then he proceeded to arrest Peter also. However, “prayer was earnestly being offered to God by the Church in his behalf”, and Peter, though “he was sleeping between two soldiers bound with two chains, and sentries outside the door were guarding the prison”, was released by an angel and was able to make his way to a safe refuge. After that, we are only told that “he departed and went to another place”, by which might be meant Antioch, or even Rome. From this point, Peter is mentioned no more in the Acts except in connection with the council at Jerusalem as described above.


The passion of St. Peter took place in Rome during the reign of Nero (A.D. 54-68), but no written account of it (if there was such a thing) has survived. According to an old but unverifiable tradition, he was confined in the Mamertine prison, where the church of San Pietro in Carcere now stands. Tertullian (d. c. 225) says that the apostle was crucified; and Eusebius adds, on the authority of Origen (d. 253), that by his own desire he suffered head downwards. The place has always been believed to be the gardens of Nero, which saw so many scenes of terror and glory at this time. The, at one time, generally accepted tradition that St. Peter’s pontificate lasted twenty-five years is probably no more than a deduction based upon inconsistent chronological data. The beautiful legend that St. Peter, departing out of Rome at the earnest request of his flock, met our Lord coming in, and asked Him, “Domine quo vadis?” (Lord, whither goest thou?), is first told by St. Ambrose in his sermon against Auxentius. Our Lord answered, “I am coming to be crucified a second time”, and St. Peter at once turned back, realizing that the cross of which the Savior spoke was that which was destined for himself. The agreement of this story with the thought expressed in stanzas 4 and 5 of the striking hymn Apostolorum passio, is, as A. S. Walpole pointed out, one among many reasons for attributing the hymn quite definitely to St. Ambrose.


