In his book mentioned above, he makes five suggestions:

1. Boredom is dangerous to energetic teenagers. Keep them moving, (athletics, music, part-time jobs, animals, church groups.)

2. Don't rock the boat. (PICK YOUR BATTLES, DON'T NAG CONSTANTLY) "Pick and choose what is worth fighting for.

3. Maintain a reserve army. (Watch your schedule and energy, save some energy for them.)
4. The desperate need for fathers.

5. Handling the very toughest cases. Don't be permissive and appeasing.
